Surgery drop-off times are typically Tuesday or Wednesday mornings, depending on when your pet is
scheduled.

The drop off times are between 8:15am-8:45am unless previously discussed with our team

Please arrive at the time provided by our staff when confirming your appointment.

Most pets are ready to go home before 12:00 PM or after 2:00 PM but we will contact you the day of
surgery once your pet is fully awake and ready for discharge!

The latest pick-up time is 4:30 PM. Please plan accordingly if you are unable to pick up earlier.

When you arrive, our staff will review discharge instructions, medications, and aftercare
recommendations.
